Homework Assignment: Draw a functional map that shows how blood flows through the pulmonary and systemic loops. A functional map will show the order the blood moves through each part of the circulatory system and what is happening along the way. A functional map does not have to be anatomically correct. For each loop show the exchanges that take place between the lung cells (pulmonary circulation) or body cells (systemic circulation) and the different parts of the blood.
