Students Finish Day 2 of the Cell Activity: Instructions to Read to Students are Below
--- Please pass out the class copies of today’s lesson instructions to students so they have it in front of them as you go over the directions. Pick them up at the end of class so you can use them in your next classes. Thanks (
1. Students who have not already done so, should move tables so they are sitting with the partners they chose to do the cell activity with. 
2. Students who have not finished color coding their animal and plant cell cards can use the class copies of the keys to finish. Please have them return those keys so you can use them in the next classes.
3. SAY OUT LOUD TO STUDENTS: Students who are done with their cards will make an analogy of the cell. The cell is a large system that has many parts working towards keeping it alive. If one part is missing, the system no longer functions correctly. Students will think of a system in the real world that has parts that functionally work like each of the parts within the cells.  (The students received the directions for this activity last class. If they lost them, please give them anew copy of the instructions.)
An EXAMPLE : Bobby’s cell is analogous to a town or nation. He then makes the golgi apparatus analogous to Amazon. The explanation he writes in his chart is below.  (He found all the organelles functions in the information sheet we glued into our comp books last class. Extra info sheets are up front.)
The golgi apparatus modifies the proteins and lipids made by the rough and smooth endoplasmic reticulum (ER) and then ships them off to where they are needed. Amazon receives merchandise from companies that they then repackage and slightly modify before sending the products to the correct customers.

4. Students may use the analogy of a town or nation if they would like. A castle or a village also work well.  Students cannot make a human or single organism analogous to the cell. They need to use a big system with many working parts. 
5. Final Product Includes:
1. a drawing of the analogy on white computer paper, with each part color coded with the color in your chart.


The drawing should have a title telling us what the entire thing is. For example: “Tiny Town” or “Living Castle”

2. A chart that includes a thorough explanation for each analogy. The directions given out last class show you how to set up the chart.
